Connecticut Dog Laws

Excerpts from the General Statutes of Connecticut

Sec. 22-363. Nuisance. No person shall own or 		
    harbor a dog or dogs which is or are a nuisance 
    by reason of vicious disposition or excessive 
    barking or other disturbance, or by such 
    such barking or other disturbance, is or are a
    source of annoyance to any sick person 
    residing in the immediate vicinity. Violation of
    any provision of this section shall be an
    infraction for the first offense and such person
    shall be fined not more than one hundred
    dollars or imprisoned not more than thirty days
    or both for each subsequent offense and the
    court or judge may make such order concerning
    the restraint or disposal of such dog or dogs as
    may be deemed neccessary.

(363) holds the severest penalty for dogs. For
repeated offenses of 363 (or 362 or others), a
court or judge may Order that the dog be put to 
death, thus paying with its life for its owner’s
negligence in training and control of the dog.
Obedience training is advisable for good behavior 
and to make each dog “a good pet neighbor”.
